Support for Education

RISE NI (Regional Integrated Support
for Education in N.l.) is a service jointly
funded by Heath and Education. RISE NI
is a regional service comprised of five
teams, one in each HSC Trust. The

teams were set up:

The RISE NI Team in SHSCT is com-
prised of Speech and Language Thera-
pists, Occupational Therapists, Physio-
therapists, Behaviour Therapists and

Therapy Assistants.

RISE NI aim to work in close partnership
schools and parents in providing an acces
ble, preventative, early intervention, transdi
ciplinary service to mainstream primary.

Your child may be referred to RISE NI by
school for individual specialist assessment
and support. School must gain your parental
consent. Children who are referred to RISE
must meet the service criteria:

3 Your child must present with difficulties
in two or more of the above areas of
need

. The area of need will not be counted if
your child is already accessing support
in another service e.g. Core Services,
Behaviour Support Team in school, as
we cannot duplicate services.

Service Model
