· ICT is used throughout all areas of the curriculum to enhance learning. Children use the Interactive Whiteboard, class computers, Laptop Buddy, Programmable Devices e.g. Beebots, iPads, topical websites etc.

If you have access to a computer at home/ local library encourage your child to type their name onto the screen to become more familiar with this skill.

· Grow in Love: Whole school Religious Education Programme. Children will participate in daily prayers, songs and discussions associated with Grow in Love theme. Children will also participate in weekly whole school Mass and school assemblies. 

In P2 we engage in topic work learning. The topic outline for this year includes:

· Term 1: Fairytales+ fables/ Animals~woodland
· Term 2 : Toys/ Food
· Term 3: Our Locality and summer holidays.
Seasonal events covered throughout the year.

A topic letter will be sent home at the beginning of each topic to inform you of our learning activities and inform you of resources which children may like to bring in to class, to support and extend their learning. 

General Information

· School day: Activities begin from 9:05 -2:15. 
(All children to be in classroom before this time.)
· School dinners to be paid at the beginning of the week. Please place money in a labelled envelope with day(s) which child is taking dinner(s).   (£2.30 per day, £11.50 weekly)
· Milk is available at break-time (price varies each term) 
· All pupils are encouraged to take a small bottle of WATER for daily consumption. (please label) 
· Library books are changed every morning before lessons commence. 
· In P2 we aim to participate in daily physical and movement activities. Please ensure appropriate footwear is worn.  
· Uniforms need to be clearly labelled please. 
· Parents collect P2 children from the gated area, outside the Foundation Stage classroom. Please note for safety reasons cars are not permitted in this area.

· Please collect children promptly as I cover three afternoon classes.  If difficulties arise please phone the school office, as soon as possible.

Communication between home & school

· Absence notification / phone call 

· Any sickness, diarrhoea, must be followed by 48 hrs. absence, to reduce the spread of germs. 

· Please ensure a note is sent in with your child, on their return to school explaining their absence.

· Other issues e.g. health, family arrangements etc. please give written notification/phone call

If you have a concern or issue you want to discuss regarding your child’s development please contact the school office to make an appointment. Appointments are available after school as you can appreciate morning times are very busy.

Information for Parents 

Dear Parents, 

The following information details the Foundation Stage Curriculum, which your child will be following. I have also given a few ideas on how you can help at home. 
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The northern ireland Curriculum for Foundation Stage includes: 
· Language & Literacy

· Mathematics & Numeracy

· The World Around Us (Geography, History, Science)

· PDMU (Personal Development & Mutual Understanding)

· The Arts (Music, Drama, Art)

· Physical Development & Movement 

· Plus - RE: delivered through the Alive O Programme.

Also promoted throughout all curricular areas are Communication, Using Mathematics, ICT and Thinking Skills and Personal Capabilities (TSPC)

Children will be encouraged to collect items from home for class projects and we welcome objects for our junk area to make little creations during planning time, eg. kitchen roll holders, cereal boxes, buttons, spools etc.
Language & Literacy: 

Talking &  Listening/Reading/Writing
· Pupils will participate in social interactions, eg. turn taking, sharing, voice volume awareness.

· Have the opportunity to share their own experiences. (recalling these in a clear, sequential manner) 

· Consolidate and extend their phonics from P1. 

· By the end of P2 it is hoped that all pupils will be able to read independently.

· We aim to form lower and upper case letters in the correct manner, holding their pencil with a secure grip.
How can I help at home?
· Encourage your child to speak in a clear manner. (Including good manners, not interrupting!) 

· Listen and respond to instructions (eg. how to dress themselves in the morning)

· Read daily library books as they are an excellent resource to help develop and extend your child’s vocabulary.

· Reinforce the important left-to-right correspondence in both reading and writing.

· In P2 your child will be encouraged to read independently, recognise a greater number of high frequency words in the text, use their phonics to ‘sound out’ new words and respond to comprehension questions. 

· Continue to provide your child with several opportunities to write at home; it is very important to observe your child’s pencil grip and encourage her/ him to form each letter correctly- most letters begin at the top.  (initially lower case, extending to capital letters) 

     Mathematics & Numeracy
· NUMBER 
· Measures
· Shape & space
· Sorting
· Patterns & Relationships
· PROBLEM SOLVING/processes- applying mathematical knowledge 


How can I help at home? 

· Counting anything and everything - socks, cutlery, shopping, fingers and toes!

· Singing counting songs and rhymes.

· Practice making numbers as the year progresses e.g. painting/play dough/crayons etc. 

· Pointing out numbers all around- doors, cars, letter boxes etc.

· Talk about the shapes/patterns you can see in the environment.

· Make simple patterns using toys/counters/blocks e.g. red car/blue car/red car/blue car etc. 

· Comparing things which are heavy and light; long and short etc.
