
What will I be learning in P3?

Literacy:

· Reading stories with familiar settings, poetry and stories by different authors
· You will be taking part in drama and think pair share activities. You will use audio equipment to practise your public speaking. 

· You will be writing for lots of different audiences and learning how to spell and write many new words.

Numeracy:

1. You will be able to count in multiples of 2,5 and 10
2. You will know lots of new mathematical words.

3. You will learn lots of new skills and become much quicker with your mental maths recall facts.
Religion:
· You will be learning lots of Bible stories.

· You will practise your prayers every day and learn how to sing many new songs.

World Around Us:
· You will be learning about ‘you’ in the world

· You will be learning how people have changed over time.

Dear Parent(s),

I want to make the change of class as easy as possible for your child.  You can help them by:

· Ensuring ALL their possessions, especially jumpers and coats are labelled clearly with their name.

· Encouraging your child’s growing independence- letting them sort out their own lunchbox, break, coat, shoes etc.  I understand that this takes time at first but it is great for developing independence as a learner.

· Listen to them read, or ask them about their books and encourage them to read every day.

· Checking their bag/homework folder for any notes from school.

· Ensuring that they always try their best to present their work neatly.

· Coming and asking if you or your child have any worries-no matter how small.

· You must be able to form your letters properly especially b, p and d.

· g,j,p,q,y hang on the line.

· b,d,f,h,k,l,t stand tall on the line.

· You must be able to write all letters in lower and upper case.

Number:

-Addition is commutative i.e the order in which you add numbers does not affect the total
3 +  4   =   7           4  +  3  =  7
        -Know the number bonds to 20

        - Know your doubles to 10 + 10 and near doubles 
          with answers within 10

        - Subtraction is not commutative – the biggest
          number MUST always come first
Things to remember:

PE

· Practise your spellings and dictation every night.
